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STATEWIDE CROP SUMMARY

(Data provided by the National Agricultural Statistics Service Crop Progress and Condition Report)

General

There were 6.8 days suitable for field work.
Precipitation estimates ranged from little rain in some
locations to 0.17 inches in West Palm Beach (Palm
Beach County).

The average temperature ranged from 54.6°F in Chipley
(Washington County) to 71.6°F at Bahia Honda State
Park (Monroe County).

Livestock and Pastures

Cattle condition remained mostly good across the
state, while pastures were in mostly fair to good
condition.

Pastures continued seasonal decline and limited
precipitation delayed winter plantings.

Crops

A variety of fruits and vegetables were planted and
marketed.

Cotton harvest surpassed historic levels and some
producers began planting cover crops.

Citrus

Maximum temperatures were in the 70s, with Vero
Beach (Indian River County) reaching 78.0°F, followed
by Sebring (Highlands County) at 77°F.

The citrus growing region received little to no rainfall
for the week.

According to the December 2, 2021 U.S. Drought
Monitor, the entire citrus growing region was drought
free.

Next season’s crop continued progressing as normal,
with oranges baseball in size, and grapefruit softball

sized or greater.

Hamlin and Navel oranges, Fallglo, Orri, Tango, and
Early Pride tangerines, and red and white grapefruit
were harvested for the fresh market.

Processing plants began receiving field run fruit in
addition to packinghouse eliminations.

Grove activities included herbicide, pesticide,
fungicide, and nutritional application; fertilizing;
topping and hedging; mowing; dead tree removal;
new tree planting; pollinating; ditch cleaning; and
general grove maintenance.

Irrigation was run in all areas.
